For 32 years New Morning Farm has been located5oac®es
along the Aughwick Creek in the mountains of socghtral
Pennsylvania. It's a very rural, scenic area 18esihorth of
McConnellsburg and 2 hours northwest of the DC\Bajt We
are a certified organic vegetable farm and we bauagcrops to
markets in Washington.

We have no intention of changing any of this.
However:

For the past 4 years we have been farming highitguahd

on our adjoining neighbor’'s 100-acre property, aelhave
grown to depend on that land. Now our neighbor ¢adg
friend) has moved his family away and wants to thalfarm.
We are afraid potential new owners might not méleefields
available to us, so we intend to buy the farm. ®etcan’t
afford to continue owning it as we farm the fiel& we are
planning to divide it into approximately four piecand to
find four new owners who will allow us to keep fanm

there. (We now use only 10-15 acres of bottom-hith is

inappropriate for building.)

This new arrangement will permit us to farm
the land permanently (without owning it) while the
non-tillable acreage (~80 acres) can provide sites
for a very few homes (3 or 4).

The land is beautiful and secluded; the terraimaised with

home sites on various elevations. About half atiheavily
wooded, with numerous scenic openings in the wokdsh of the 3 or 4 parcels (of 2-10-30-50 acres,
not yet surveyed) can have scenic views of seveilals, and long frontage on the Aughwick Creek (a
sizeable mountain stream with fishing and othere@&tion) and access from rural, paved public roads.
Each site is secluded from all others by woods eadation, and all would be protected from further
development. All land is already registered in @estax-reduction open-space program called “Clean
and Green.” Two or three parcels would each hafewaacres of land on which we grow our organic
vegetables. One parcel could itself be developtxlarsmall, separate vegetable farm (~10 acrefl), wi
excellent soils and creek water for irrigation.

None of the parcels have buildings on them now alithave been tested and found suitable for
septic systems.

We would continue to own and use the present h@usecrew quarters) and barn and a few
acres. Fields on two or three of the parcels wenawe farming would be under a long-term lease or
easement permitting us to grow crops there.

Our own original farm can be reached by a 3-
road or a 50-yard creek crossing. New owners wbel
welcome to be involved with us (or not) in whate
ways and to whatever extents desired, such as magje
animal raising, or even part-time employment with
Prices are not yet set but will be competitivehia tocal
market ($4800 to $6000/ac). The surveying a
permitting processes are underway.
